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Recipients of Preservation Awards Announced
In celebration of National Preservation Month, the Loudoun Preservation Society (LPS) has partnered with the Loudoun County Joint Architectural Review Board (JARB) to recognize and honor citizens for their extraordinary preservation efforts countywide. Awards will be given at a Preservation Awards Reception for LPS members and invited guests at 5:30 p.m., May 20, 2010, at the Thomas Birkby House, 109 Loudoun Street in Leesburg. 

LPS is a non-profit organization dedicated to preserving the historical, cultural and natural resources in Loudoun County. Each year, LPS presents the “Preservationist of the Year” award to an individual or group who has exhibited extraordinary support for historic preservation in Loudoun County.  

This year's recipient is H. Vernon Davis, a 30-plus-year member of the Loudoun Restoration and Preservation Society (LPRS) and longtime president of the organization. When LRPS merged with the Preservation Society of Loudoun County in 2009 to become the present-day Loudoun Preservation Society, Davis served as president for the first year of the merged organization and successfully led the transition.

The JARB is composed of representatives from the architectural review boards for the Leesburg, Middleburg, Purcellville and seven county-administered historic districts.  The JARB was formed in 2008 to recognize those individuals, organizations and companies whose projects in locally designated historic districts have made a positive and lasting contribution to the enhancement of their historic communities.
