LOUDOUN PRESERVATION SOCIETY ANNOUNCES 2009 GRANT RECIPIENTS 
 
Since 1973, the Loudoun Preservation Society (formerly Loudoun Restoration and Preservation Society) has awarded over $818,000 in grants to county organizations for preservation and restoration projects.  Vernon Davis, Loudoun Preservation Society President, recently announced the recipients of the 2009 grants.  

Honored this year are:

Banshee Reeks Chapter of the Archeological Society of Virginia – $3,697 – A first time grant recipient, the organization will use the award to purchase archaeological equipment to support their field work, laboratory analysis, and documentation.  
Mosby Heritage Area Association – $1,531.60 – Funds will be used to print the second edition of the Historic Loudoun County Scavenger Hunt. This booklet is given to school students, visitors, and residents of Loudoun County.
Northern Virginia Regional Parks Authority – $5,000 – The award will go toward funds that are being raised to replace the water wheel at the Aldie Mill.
Oatlands, Inc. – $4,000 – Oatlands is receiving a grant to preserve the garden tea house.  Funds will cover the plaster work on the tea house column capitals and the masonry repairs to the brick floor.

Morven Park, Westmoreland Davis Memorial Foundation, Inc. – $2,250 – Conservation work is planned for portraits of the Governor Westmoreland Davis family.  This grant award will cover the conservation of the portrait of Governor Davis’s mother, Annie Lewis Morris Davis, as a child.

Christian Community Church at St. Paul’s – $5,000 – Located on Harper’s Ferry Road in Neersville, the stone church was built in 1835 as St. Paul’s Lutheran Church. The current congregation purchased the building in 2000.  Funds will go toward a new slate roof for the historic structure.
Waterford Foundation, Inc. – $3,500 – The grant award will partially fund the repair and painting of the exterior walls of the 1891 John Wesley Community Church.
Dodona Manor, George C. Marshall International Center – $2,500 – Several dead trees need to be removed from the property for safety and aesthetic reasons.  This grant will fund the removal of those trees. 
Grant recipients will receive their awards at LPS’s annual meeting on December 15 at 6 PM at the Oatlands Carriage House.  The mansion, decorated for the holiday season, will be open to attendees for tours prior to the meeting.  The program will also include a presentation by Dr. Deborah Lee on her new book, Honoring Their Paths: African-American Contributions Along the Journey Through Hallowed Ground.  The book was written for the Journey Through Hallowed Ground Partnership and was partially funded by a 2007 LPS grant to the organization.  The book will be available for purchase and signing by Dr. Lee.
